A History That Continues

love for the poor up to date, Pope Leo XIV

rightly stresses the immense contribution
of his namesake, Pope Leo XIII, in the en-
cyclical Rerum Novarum
(1892). This encyclical put
“the social question” on
the agenda of the modern
Church once and for all.
By highlighting desperate
working conditions, scan-
dalously low wages and
unjust economic practices
of his era, Pope Leo XIII
harnessed the Church’s
love for the poor to the
struggle for social justice.

The twentieth century
witnessed the Church’s as-
similation of human rights
into a more robust Catho-
lic Social Teaching. Forty
years on from Rerum No-
varum, Pope Pius XI pub-
lished Quadragesimo Anno
(1931) in which the pope
extended the Church’s
concern for the rights of
workers to the conditions
of their families. He also
warned about the dangers of the new totali-
tarian regimes then spreading in Europe just
as the class struggle was becoming public and
more divisive.

In the fourth chapter of Dilexi Te, the fo-
cus of today’s Lenten reflection, Pope Leo
XIV shows how working for justice and peace
came to flourish in the Church. The greatest
influence on the modern Church was undoubt-
edly the Second Vatican Council (1962-1965)
called by Pope Saint John XXIII. Based on the
three principles of aggiornamento (bringing
up-to-date), ressourcement (return to the
sources), and human development, the Coun-
cil addressed itself to the modern world and
the Church’s place in it. It did this by going
back the roots of the Church in the Scriptures
and the living Tradition and by exploring ways
of being a disciple of Jesus in our times.

In bringing the story of the Church and her

Another significant element which affected
the whole Church was the emergence of liber-
ation theology, particularly in Latin America.
It was inspired by the Book of Exodus in the
Bible, but most of all by
the example and teaching
of Jesus about the coming
of the Kingdom. A spiri-
tuality of liberation found
expression in the Confer-
ences of the Latin Ameri-
can Bishops held at Medel-
lin, Puebla, Santo Domingo
and Aparecida. These Con-
ferences were able to
identify structures of sin
that create poverty and
extreme inequality. Hence,
the notion of “social sin”
entered the vocabulary of
the Church. Having been
a bishop in Peru, Pope Leo
XIV knows what he is talk-
ing about.

Many of our -isms fit
the portrait of structural
sin: racism, sexism, jingo-
ism, egoism, etc. Mindful
of the seven deadly per-
sonal sins, a list of seven
social sins has been devised: wealth without
work, pleasure without conscience, knowledge
without character, science without humanity,
religion without sacrifice, politics without prin-
ciples, and rights without responsibility. One of
the most pervasive structures that influences
everyone is an economic system which controls
the lives of ordinary men and women. Hence
the urgency of re-setting our moral compass in
a way which serves the common good.

In a nutshell, Chapter Four of Dilexi Te
is about human dignity. For the Jewish and
Christian religions, the very foundation for
human dignity is the divine origin of human-
ity. Recognising everyone’s dignity as being
created in the image of God is the primary
source of respect, of good relationships, and
of a civilization of love. God whispers over
each of us, “Dilexi te” (I have loved you).
