Easter Mercy 

M 
any countries around the world have 
built into their legal systems the prac­
tice of judicial pardon. Often this power 

of pardon is lodged with the head of state - a 
president, king or queen, 
etc. Such pardons allow a 
person to be relieved of 
some or all the legal con­
sequences resulting from 
a criminal conviction. 
It is interesting to note 
how the virtue of mercy 
shapes the legal power of 
pardon. 

In the UK it is called 
"the royal prerogative 
of mercy"; in Spain, 
"derecho de gracia" 
(right of grace); and in 
France, simply "grace". 
Sometimes this preroga­
tive of mercy is linked 
to specific events in the 
public life of the nation. 

and Mercy shared; Mercy preached and Mercy 
practiced. 

Mercy Incarnate - Jesus - was, in his pas­
sion and death, himself denied mercy; in his 

Resurrection he released 
the Spirit of Mercy on all 
humanity. It is not sur­
prising then to find the 
quality of mercy deeply 
embedded in many peo­
ple, even without explicit 
knowledge of or faith in 
Jesus himself. 

Easter Mercy surpass­
es royal and presidential 
pardons by a long shot. 
Indeed, Easter Mercy is 
not one among a cluster 
of sociological or political

Catholics know well the 
terms, 'spiritual' and 'cor­
poral' works of mercy. In 
the Year of Mercy (2016) 
there was a sustained ef­
fort to understand and 
live in the spirit of the 
Divine Mercy. In his ex­
hortation that we all par­
ticipate in this Jubilee 
Year, Pope Francis repeat­
edly declared that "Jesus 
Christ is the face of the 
Father's mercy". Cynthia 
Bourgeault, a spiritual 
writer, puts it almost po­
etically, beginning with 

attributes. Easter Mercy is theological. It is a 
revelation that God is Mercy by nature. Eas­
ter Mercy is a revelation that Jesus is Divine 
Mercy Incarnate. It is a revelation that all fol­
lowers of Jesus live and move and have their 
being in Mercy. Mercy is part of our spiritual 
DNA. 

That Mercy is part of the DNA of the Church 
is highlighted by the gift of the Risen Lord in 
the evening of the Resurrection when he ap­
peared in the midst of his assembled disciples 
(minus Thomas, who would in due course re­
quire a more personal experience of Mercy). 
Jesus breathed on the gathered disciples and 
said, "Receive the Holy Spirit. If you forgive 
the sins of any, they are forgiven; if you re­
tain the sins of any, they are retained". To be 
Christian is to live in a state of Mercy: Mercy 
received and Mercy given; Mercy celebrated 

the enigmatic psalm verse, "mercy and faith­
fulness have met; justice and peace have em­
braced" (Psalm 85: 10): 

When Jesus, the living truth, yielded him­
self faithfully in the Mercy; when he who 
was the Mercy dissolved into the Mercy, in 
that exact moment the Mercy became one 
with the Body of Christ (author's empha­
sis). From then on and forever hereafter, 
the Mercy wears a human face - and that is 
the face of Christ. 

Mercy wears a human face, the face of a 
child; later the face of a carpenter, probably 
sunburnt; horrifically, the face of a tortured 
and crucified "criminal"; and three days lat­
er, the glowing face of the risen and glorified 
Christ proclaiming words of peace and for­
giveness.
